OESP heating technicians identify potential Oil Heat Cares recipients as they go about their day-to-day work.  They then submit the name to the OHC Board, which judges the level of need, and then votes on whether to take on the project.  If accepted, all the work and equipment becomes a gift to those in need.  “A little help at the right time can make a huge difference in people’s lives,” says Bessette, “especially when the weather is cold and the heat is off.”
